The Clerk read letters from Mrs Denby, Bidwells and the comments made by the Parish Council on the site’s previous application.

The following points were made by Councillors:

The letter accompanying the application from Bidwells was irrelevant.

It was a brick shed not worthy of conversion.

The site was not offensive as it was now and was part of the rural scene.

Conversion would create a very ugly dwelling.

Regarding commercial use the Parish had only ever objected to one industrial style use.

New windows have been added to the elevations.

The applicant is stuck with what is currently on the site.

The plans are not attractive.

If commercial use is ruled out what alternatives are there for the site?

One councillor would like the whole site flattened to restore the view.

Worries about future decay and becoming a worse eyesore.

Great fear that a bad commercial develeopment could couse great harm.

Would like to know what commercial use has been considered.

Is it true that SCDC has ruled out any commercial use and if so why?

Electors made the following further points:

The property was outside the village envelope and even had it been inside it would have been refused on grounds of design.

Should be refused on grounds of ugliness, traffic generation and precedent.

Certain amount of facts in the Bidwells letter were wrong esp concerning footpaths.

Local wildlife would suffer especialy swallows, newts and owls.

The Council voted to REFUSE the application.
