Planning Meeting – October 30th 2007

1.
Present: 7 Electors & Cllrs Ward, Jenkins, Nickerson, Astor. Apologies from   Cllr Keith. Cllr Astor took the Chair for the meeting.

3.
Further amendments to planning application S/0812/07 F - Change of use of existing buildings to therapy centre with fencing and associated storage at Moat Farm, Main Street, Hatley.  Applicant: M Adler. 

The Clerk read aloud the letter received from Hutchinsons, the agents acting for the applicants. It was noted that the previous PC response was for approval. 
 
The Parish Council agreed that it would approve the application on condition that the thrust of the planning consent issued to Dring & Co is replicated on the consent for Mr Adler. If these conditions cannot be agreed to then the Parish Council will object to the application.
 
These conditions are those relating to 
 
1.
Highway access/visibility splays
2.
Working hours of 8.30am – 6pm weekdays only; with no working at weekends                or Bank Holidays.
3.
Satisfactory landscaping using native hedgerow and designed to protect the amenity (both noise and visual) of the neighbours.
4.
Satisfactory treatment of the pool water and in particular no use of loud or intrusive equipment.
5.
Limits on the number of journeys to and from the site. On previous consents the number of traffic movements agreed was extremely low and although this current application requests more the Parish Council is concerned to keep these at a minimum. The Parish Council would also like to see some form of S106 contribution to highway improvements around the junction even if it comprises further signage.
6.
At a minimum conditions 9 and 11 of the previous issued consent need to be included on this one if approved.
7.
Likewise the Parish Council would seek assurance that there will be no outside lighting not any disturbance in what is one of the quietest areas of the District.
8.
The Parish Council assumes that as with the previous consent this current applicant will be asked to specify a limit to the number of employees on site. 
9.
Likewise the PC assumes this will be a personal consent.
 
Concern was raised by Residents at the meeting that the site was being used as the base for a furniture business which itself was already causing disturbance from vehicle movements, people talking loudly on mobile phones and so on. There was also continued concern expressed relating to the number and occupancy of the mobile homes on site.
